How to Sew Fleece Booties
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1) Make pattern for bootie sole by drawing around
foot onto piece of tracing paper; draw cutting line
14" (1.3 cm) outside the foot marking, to allow for
ease and seam allowances. Round the pattern in the
toe area.
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upper pieces and two soles. pper-tread
fabric, cut two soles. From the cording, cut two ties,
each 16” (40.5 cm) long.

YOU WILL NEED

V4 yd. (0.25 m) fleece, for outer fabric
Vi yd. (0.25 m) fleece, for lining.

Vi yd. (0.25 m) gripper-tread fabric, for
1 yd. (0.95 m) cording, for tic.

2) Make pattern for upper piece by drawing a straight
line for lower edge, 1" (2.5 cm) longer than the sole
pattern. For back foldline, draw perpendicular line
at one end of lower edge, 7V4” (18.7 cm) long for
adult size or 67 (15 cm) long for child size.
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
