[image: image1.png]Turn facing to INSIDE; press, pressing trim out.
Baste raw edges together.

On OUTSIDE, top-stitch bodice
close to neck seam.

4. sleeves and underarm seams

To gather upper edge of
sleeve between inner
small dots, stitch along
seam line using a iong
machine-stitch.

‘Press under lower-edge
of sleeve along casing
line. Press under 1/4"
(6mm) on raw edge. To
form casing for elastic,
stitch close to inner
pressed edge.

On OUTSIDE, stitch lower
edge of sleeve 1/4”
(6mm) over bound edge
of 5/8” (1.5cm) wide pre-
gathered lace/eyelet, as
shown.

Cut a piece of elastic for
each sleeve the doll’s
wrist measurement plus
1/2” (1.3cm).

Insert elastic through
casing, having raw edges
even. Stitch across ends
of casing, catching in
elastic.
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With RIGHT sides 5
together, pin sleeve to
armhole edge, matching
notches and small dots.

Pull up gathering stitches
to fit. Baste. Stitch.
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5. skirt

FOR VIEWS 1 AND 3-
With RIGHT sides
together, pin bound edge
of wider width pre-
gathered lace/eyelet to
lower edge of skirt,
having edges even.
Stitch close to bound
edge.

Press seam toward skirt.
On OUTSIDE, stitch skirt
close to lace/eyelet seam
for view 3.

FOR VIEW 1- On
OUTSIDE, pin beading to
skirt, placing one long
edge along lace/eyelet
seam.

Stitch close to both long
edges of beading.

FOR VIEWS 2 AND 4-
Press under 3/8” (1cm)
hem allowance on lower
edge of skirt. To form
narrow hem, tuck under
raw edge to meet crease.
Press. Stitch hem in
place.

FOR VIEW 2- On
OUTSIDE, pin lower
scalloped edge of one
row of beading to skirt,
placing one long edge
along hem stitching.
Stitch close to both long
edges of beading.

On OUTSIDE, pin a
second row of beading to
skirt, having center of
beading 1-1/2” (3.8cm)
above center of first row.
