Print this out on cardstock or label paper (and stick that to a cardstock),
carefully cutout the box. Use the box to test if your letters are .25" thick or less.
Anything over will be sent back by the post office. The item must slip through
the box completely unassisted.

Tip to make it thinner:
Fold it 6"x 11" max, pack it in plastic wrap and squeeze all
the air out. Insert into 6x11 envelope. Or use those Costco
holiday portrait envelopes that you have leftover.
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
