Cut n Press Board
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Materials

1 Omnimat® 12WG (8%" x 1134")
cutting mat

Y2 yard fabric for cover

13" x 19" rectangle of cotton or
cotton blend batting

2 (9" x 12") rectangles (Y4"-thick)
hardboard or plywood

85" x 11" piece felt

Steam-A-Seam?2® %5"-wide fusible
tape

Paper-backed fusible web

1V4"-wide double-sided carpet tape

Pencil

Cutting

Follow manufacturer’s instructions
for using fusible web.

.From cover fabric, cut:

+ 1 (152 = 22" rectangle.

» 1 (2" x 13") rectangle.

Assembly

1. Referring to Photo A, place large
rectangle of fabric right side down
on table. Center batting on fabric.
2. Center hardboard rectangles side
by side over batting, rough sides
down. Place pencil between boards
and slide boards snugly against it.

3. Place Steam-A-Seam?2® strips on
hardboard, sticky side down, %" in
from top, bottom, and outer side
edges as shown in Photo A. Press in
place with your fingers.

4. Remove paper from Steam-A-
Seam?2® strips. Referring to Photo B,
pull corners of fabric over board
and finger press in place. (Add
additional short strips of Steam-A-
Seam?2® if needed to secure fabric.)
Pull top edge of fabric over strips
and secure. Repeat with bottom
edge and then each side. Remove
skewer or pencil.

5. Fold under %2" on narrow ends of
small rectangle.; press. Place Steam-A-

Seam?2® strips on wrong side of fabric

along both long sides of rectangle.
Remove liner paper. Referring to
Photo C, center rectangle over gap
between 2 hardboard pieces. Finger
press in place.

6. Following manufacturer’s
instructions, fuse all areas where
Steam-A-Seam?2® strips were used.
7. Cover back side of felt with
fusible web. Peel off backing paper
and fuse felt to left hardboard piece
(see photo on page 112). Make sure
fabric edges are covered by felt. Place
3 strips of double-sided carpet tape
on back side of cutting mat. Affix

mat to remaining hardboard piece.
