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I Spy Disappearing Nine Patch
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This is the orientation for the “I Spy” patches  in the 9 patch blocks for this quilt layout if you want them all to be oriented in the same direction. The arrows point to the top of the square. 


I first determined which quarter section of the nine patch block represented the way it would be oriented in the quilt; I placed my first “I Spy” square in that position and then moving clockwise I rotated each subsequent I spy square 90 degrees. I printed a pattern block to look at as I laid out the 9 patch squares. 


You may not care if all the squares are oriented in the same direction. With some fabrics it really doesn’t matter; consider these fabrics your friends.





In this layout every other block is an” I Spy” block and all of the I spy blocks are oriented with the small (yellow) square in the lower left of the block All of the “I Spy” patches are represented by the arrow on a light background. I was not going to make myself crazy by putting in 32 different fabrics.
