[image: image1.png]9) Pin one outer bootie to one bootie lining, right
sides together, matching center front seams. Stitch
I4” (6 mm) seam around top opening. Repeat for
other bootie. Press seams open.

11) Center cording for tie over front seam, at upper
curve. Stitch to bootie, using short zigzag stitches;
begin and end 1” (2.5 cm) on either side of front
seam. Knot ends of cording; tie into bow.

13) Turn bootie lining side out. Pin sole to bootie,
outer sides together, centering sole at front seamline
and center back; ease in excess fullness. Stitch 14”
(6 mm) seam, with sole side down.

10) Turn bootie right side out; topstitch 38” (1 cm)
from top opening seam. Baste the lower edges of
outer fabric and lining together, within 14” (6 mm)
seam allowances.
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12) Place one outer sole and one sole lining wrong
sides together. Baste a scant /4” (6 mm) from outer
edge. Repeat for remaining outer sole and lining.

14) Trim the seam allowance on the outer sole to
18” (3 mm). Zigzag or overlock the seam allowances
together around bootie. Turn bootie right side out.
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
