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RAIL FENCE QUILT





Finish size:  53” X 71”





Color A = Dark ————-	1 yard


Color B = Medium ———	1 yard             


Color C = Light ————-	1 yard


Color D = Border ———-	2 yards





Cutting:





	Colors A, B & C:





		Cut (9) strips, width of fabric (WOF), of each color at 3½”





	Color D:





		Cut (2) strips, at 4½” X 63”


		Cut (2) strips, at 4½” X 53”





Assembly:





1.  Sew strip Color A to strip Color B to make strip set A/B











	Press towards Color A





Sew strip Color C to Color B of your strip sets A/B




















	Press towards Color B
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Cut strip sets A/B/C into 9½” segments.  These are your rails!





	You should get 4 segments from each strip set.  You will need 35 rails.























Sew your rails together, alternating between horizontal & vertical, 


	in rows of 5 rails each.























	Make 4 rows starting with a vertical rail (row A)


	and 3 rows starting with a horizontal rail (row B)





	Row A

















	Row B

















Sew all 7 rows together, alternating A’s & B’s.





Sew on the vertical borders (4½” X 63”), press towards the border.


Sew on the horizontal borders (4½” X 53”), press towards the border.
