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3) Draw a line for top opening of bootie, parallel to
lower edge and starting at the upper end of the back
foldline; draw this line 614” (15.7 cm) long for adult

size or

(12.5 cm) long for child size.

FOLDLINE.

5) Draw a line down from the end of top opening,
3" (75 em) long for adult size or 214" (6 cm) for child
size. Mark a point %7 (2 cm) up from bottom of this
line for adult size or %" (1 cm) for child size. Draw
horizontal line from bottom of this line toward toe
end, same length as line from marked point.

7) Draw straight line between toe curve and upper
curve. Cut out pattern, following curved lines on
front. Mark the direction of greatest fabric stretch,
parallel to lower edge.
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4) Draw line at toe end, perpendicular to lower edge,
37 (75 em) long for adult size or 2™ (6.5 cm) for
child size. Mark a point 134" (4.5 cm) down from

upper end of Tine for adult size or 1™ (3.8 cm) from
end for child size. Draw line from upper end of this
line toward back foldline, 114" (3.2 cm) for all sizes.
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6) Round the corner at toe as shown, using saucer,
Round the corner at top of foot as shown, using a
water glas
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8) Cut out fabric as on page 67. Stitch 14” (6 mm)
center front seam in upper piece from outer fabric,
right sides together. Repeat for remaining outer
bootie and for bootie linings. Press seams open.
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
