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FOR VIEWS 1, 2, 3 AND
4- Stitch under 1/4™
(6mm) on back opening
edges of skirt.

Press LEFT back edge to
INSIDE along center back
line.

Baste across upper edge.

To gather upper edge of
skirt between notches,
stitch along seam line,
using a long machine-
stitch.
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FOR VIEW 3- Cut two pieces of ribbon for bows as follows:

8" (205¢m)
size small
8" (205cm)
size medium
9" (23cm)
size large

Tie bows. Cut ends diagonally. Tack bows to sash, as shown.

6. waistline seam

With RIGHT sides
together, pin skirt to
bodice at waistline seam,
matching centers, placing
small dots at underarm
seams.

Pull up gathering stitches
to fit. Baste. Stitch.
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Press seam toward
bodice.

7. ribbon trim views 1 and 3

Cut ribbon for sash as follows:

11-1/2"" (29¢m)

size small

14" (355cm)

size medium
19 1/2" (47cm)

On OUTSIDE, pin sash to bodice, placing one long edge just
over waistline seam, turning under 1/4” (6mm) on back
opening edges.

Stitch ribbon close to back opening edges.

Tack at underarm seams.

22" (56cm)

7. collar view 4

Cut two pieces of flat
lace/eyelet for collar the
length of solid lines on
bodice plus 1-1/4”
(3.2cm).

Stitch under 1/4” (6mm)
on ends.

To gather each piece,
stitch close to straight
edge, using a long
machine-stitch.

On:QUTSIDE,-pin collars to bodice, placing straight edge
along solid lines.

Pull up gathering stitches to fit. Baste.

Stitch close to straight edge and shoulder edge between neck
edge and armhole, as shown, being careful not to stitch lace
onto sleeve.

Tie ribbon into bow, having
ends extend evenly.

Cut ends diagonally.

Tack bow to bodice, as shown.
