Antique Postage Stamp Quilt
This hand pieced quilt top was made by my Great – Great – Great Grandmother, Elizabeth (Stewart) Fiedler in the year 1840.  She only lived to be 30 years old, when she passed away.  Through the many years that followed, the quilt had been folded, stored in a pillowcase and handed down to family members, and about 10 years ago my mother passed this family treasure on to me.
Quilt Historians advised me the quilt top was of museum quality.  I asked them, “If it should be quilted … or would I be devaluing it, by quilting it”.  Their answer was for me to go ahead and quilt it, it would add structure and substance to the quilt top, as it was starting to show its age.

With the help of the Crazy Quilters at the Twin Falls Senior Citizen’s Center we took on the project of quilting and preserving this treasured heirloom.  It was also my start in life, in learning the art of hand quilting.  All the stitching is by hand, with the exception of the application, of the binding for the quilt.

The quilt measures 78 inches wide x 78 inches long.
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
