Frog Quilt Block
Pieces are cut from 2 ½”  or 4 ½” strips with the grain (42”).
For actual frog from bright colors!
1 strip 4 ½” from this cut 
1 rectangle 6 ½ “ (makes body 4 ½ X 6 ½) A
1 strip 2 ½ “ from this cut 
4 squares (2 ½ X 2 ½ ) E


And

2 half square triangles. D
From background fabric (light green)

1 strip 4 ½ “ from that cut
3 rectangles 2 ½” (4 ½ X 2 ½) F
1 strip 2 ½ “ from that cut
6 squares 2 ½ X 2 ½ ) B


And

2 half squate triangles C
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A is body

B squares gets sewed to all 4 corners of body A, cut off leaving ¼ “ seam and flip up and

press . Then you have a pointed head and butt!
C and D half square triangles get sewn together diagonally, cut with ¼ “, opened up and

pressed to make a square. Makes front legs.
E squares get sewn to right and left upper corners of F rectangle, trimmed to ¼ “ seam

and flip triangles up and press.  This makes the back legs.
Sew an F rectangle (light green background fabric) to the bottom of the body.  

Sew front leg square to a B square (light green) and the opposite side of  B square to the back legs. Make another for the other side.  Look at picture to make sure the triangles are facing away from the body.  Then sew the right side to body and then the left side to body. Should have an 8 ½ “ square!
